BIOGRAPHICAL PROFILE FOR

Frederick B. Young, Jr.

Frederick Barrymore Young, Jr. was born on September 15, in Clarksdale, MS.

He graduated from Crane Technical High School, Chicago, Illinois in June 1956.  He received a Chicago Department of Education Award for Outstanding Service as a Company Commander in the Junior Reserve Officer Training Corps. He was a member of the Senior Honor Society and received an award for perfect attendance and timeliness throughout his four years of high school. 

He is married to the former Flozy L. Dixon of Tallalulah, LA.  They are the parents of three sons, one daughter, six grandchildren and three great grandchildren.

MASONIC 

Blue Lodge

His Masonic life began in September 1967 when he was initiated into Torii Lodge No. 46 of the MWPHGL of Washington.  The lodge was located in Machinato, Okinawa.  He was raised as a Master Mason on April 19, 1968.  Because of his knowledge and devotion to the order he was elected Senior Warden in December 1968.  From May 1969 to December 1969 he filled the Worshipful Master’s station as the elected Worshipful Master had been transferred back to the US.  He was elected Worshipful Master in December 1969 and served until his reassignment to California.  Under his leadership Torri Lodge built and paid for their own Masonic Hall and had the honor of hosting the first Prince Hall Grand Master and his entourage to visit Okinawa for the building dedication.  He was nominated by his lodge for selection as Mason of the Year for the Washington Jurisdiction.  He received that honor during the 67th Annual Communication of the MWPHGL of Washington and Jurisdiction in June of 1970.  The recommendation read in part “A Brother who has demonstrated leadership, patience and dedication, who has been an inspiration to Christians, Masons and fellowmen from all walks of life.  His contributions to Masonry on Okinawa are living memorials of his efforts which have been given freely and willingly”.

Upon his return to California he actively pursued the formation of a lodge along with several other brothers within the tri-city area of Fairfield, Suisun City, and Vacaville, CA.  His efforts resulted in a dispensation being granted to Stanley Y. Beverley Lodge in October 1972.  Their charter was received on September 14, 1973.  Brother Young served as Worshipful Master from the time the dispensation was received in October 1972 until December 1975.  During this time the membership rose from 20 to 104.  In 1974, under the leadership of Worshipful Master Young, Stanley Y. Beverley Lodge purchased its own three storied building.  The building is considered to be one of the oldest Masonic Temples built in California and is listed on the State and Federal Registries of Historical Buildings.

PM Young served in the Grand Lodge in various positions until his appointment as Vice Chairman of the Prince Hall Memorial Education Fund on October 24, 1991, by Grand Master Martin L. Kennison. He was instrumental in the fund being established as a separate Nonprofit Public Benefit Corporation and obtaining its tax exempt status under State and Federal codes as a 501(c) (3) organization. PM Young was appointed to the Board of Grand Directors in the fall of 1993. He was elected Vice Chairman in 1999 and was elected Chairman of the Board in 2003.  He served in that position until December 2, 2006. In 2005 He was selected as the Master Mason of the Year for the Most Worshipful Prince Hall Grand Lodge, F. &A.M. for the State of California, Inc.  His citation read in part “RW (G.I.G) Young fulfills all of the criteria for the Master Mason of the Year Award with his civic, social, religious, and fraternal achievements and accomplishments.  He is well deserving of this honorable and distinguished award.  He is a credit to himself, his family, and Prince Hall Masonry”. He is among a very select group of masons who have been elected to the MWPHGL of California Hall of Fame. 

SCOTTISH RITE

Brother Young was elevated to the degree of Sublime Prince of the Royal Secret on May 3, 1971.  This event has particular significance because Brother Young was on a Military Airlift Mission to Okinawa and upon his arrival he was informed that Keystone Consistory No. 85 of the AASR, Northern Jurisdiction was about to be chartered.  Because he was instrumental in the revitalization of Torri Lodge No. 46 and had begun to arrange for the institution of a consistory on the island of Okinawa before his reassignment to the US, he was singularly elected to be elevated as a charter member of Keystone Consistory No. 85. Sublime Prince Young was instrumental in the formation of Veritas Consistory No. 327 and is a Charter Member. He served as 2nd Lieutenant Commander during the dispensation period and was elected lst Lieutenant Commander when the charter was issued in 1977.  He was elected Commander in Chief in December 1978.

He was elevated to the 33rd Degree with the James W. Davis Class of 1981 in Jackson, MS.  He served as Treasurer of that class from 1982 until 2008.  He served as President of the Lillard G. Dandridge Commanders of the Rite of California from 1987 to 1993. He has served as Lecturer for the Legate Commanders of the Rite, Suisun City, CA.

SHRINE

Noble Young was a charter member of Alcazar Temple No. 179, Sacramento, CA.  He was created during its charter day in November 1972.  He was elected to the position of High Priest and Prophet.  He became a charter member of Alooma Temple No. 212, Suisun City, CA in 1982 and was elected Chief Rabban.  He was elected Illustrious Potentate in December 1983. He received the Imperial Council’s “Legion of Honor” award in 1984. He is currently serving his tenth year as the Director of the Economic Education Department for the A.E.A.O.N.M.S., Inc. 

ORDER OF THE EASTERN STAR


He became a member of Electa Chapter No. 25, Order of the Eastern Star, Machinato, Okinawa, February 3, 1970.  He was a charter member of Golden Star No. 90, OES, Suisun City, CA.

EMPLOYMENT


He is currently retired. While employed he held the following positions.  Adjunct Professor for Hazardous Materials Training, California Maritime Academy, CSU, Vallejo, CA. provided students a basic background in the roles and mission of the Department of Transportation, the Environmental Protection Agency and International Transportation Regulatory Agencies; Senior Training Consultant for the Naval Transportation Management School, Oakland, CA. an “accredited junior college level” federal management school that trained over 2800 students per year, managed curricula for Hazardous Material Transportation and Warehouse Operations Management.  He received the designation of “Master Training Specialist” in 1987 from the Chief, Naval Technical Training, Department of the Navy.

He was selected as the “Outstanding Civilian Instructor of the Year” by the Military Transportation Management Command in 1992.  He served as a member and Chairman for the Subcommittee for the Department of Defense Training Program and Common Core Curriculum for Hazardous Materials Transportation from 1990 to 1994. 

MILITARY


He entered the U.S. Air Force in June of 1956 immediately after graduating from high school.  He retired after 20 years of honorable service in the grade of Senior Master Sergeant as an Aircraft Loadmaster Superintendent/Resource Manager. He flew over 150 combat missions as an aircrew member in Southeast Asia. He received the Distinguished Flying Cross for “Extraordinary Achievement while Participating in Aerial Flight” during a mission over Pleiku, Republic of Vietnam.  Some of his many other awards include the Air Medal with twelve Oak Leaf Clusters for Meritorious Achievement during combat operations, the Meritorious Service Medal authorized by the President of the United States, Air Force Achievement, Outstanding Unit, Educational Achievement, Vietnam Service, and National Defense.

RELIGIOUS


He was baptized at the age of twelve years and has been an active Christian since that time.  He was ordained as a Deacon by the Mt. Sinai Baptist Church, Machinato, Okinawa on April 27, 1968.  After his return to the United States he united with the Mount Calvary Baptist Church, Suisun City, CA.  He has been a member of the staff of Deacons for over 38 years.  He has served as a teacher and director of the Baptist Training Union, Chairman of the Building Committee and choir member.  Most recently he served as a member of the interim site committee which was responsible for the acquisition and oversight of a 3.4 million dollar church facility located in Fairfield, CA.  The church now operates on two campus sites.

He is a life member of the NAACP and is a Past President of the Tri-City Branch located in Fairfield, CA.  He is a Past President of the Kiwanis Club of Greater Fairfield.  He served 7 years on the Planning Commission for the City of Fairfield, CA. including two terms as President.  He served 8 years as a member of the Solano County Economic Development Corporation, 2 years as Chairman.  He served 14 years as a Trustee on the Board of Governors for the Solano County Community College District.  He served 3 terms as President.


He is Secretary to the Board of Directors for Monument Arms, Inc., Fairfield, CA.  A church owned, HUD guaranteed, a 92 unit low to medium income apartment complex.


He is President of MW Prince Hall Arms, Inc. a 501 (c) (3) Corporation, the developer for a 42 unit senior citizens housing complex in Berkeley, Ca.
