MWPGM George Blue is the Son of Willis and Jannie Blue.  He was born on Wednesday April 8, in McKeesport, Pa., spending his formative years in the Steel Mill town of Duquesne (DUKANE), Pa.  He is a graduate of Duquesne High School.  Brother Blue holds a BA in Public Service from the University of San Francisco, and a Masters in Public Administration from Pepperdine University, as well as a Master of Science in Counseling from California State University of Sacramento.
Brother Blue is a Vietnam veteran (01/68-1/69) having served for 20 years in the USAF, retiring in 1975. He began his CA State career in 1976, and after working for 22 years he retired from the State of California in April of 1998, as an Administrator for the Veterans Education Program with the Council for Private Postsecondary and Vocational Education. 
Brother Blue served for two years on the Imperial Council Security/Communications Committee, and for twelve years he served as an Imperial Deputy Treasurers’ Cashier. For those years of service, he was honored with the title of Imperial Deputy Emeritus in 2004. 

Brother Blue is a life member of the Imperial Council, a life member of the NAACP, Sacramento Chapter, and life member of Kappa Alpha Psi Fraternity, Inc.  He is also a life member of the Phylaxis Society, as well as a life member of the AM Vets.  

Brother Blue has been serving since 1996 as the President of the Sacramento Masonic Building Association (SMBA).  In May 2000, all of the Prince Hall Member Organizations were able to move into their newly renovated 8,000 square foot facility in Del Paso Heights a suburb of Sacramento.  The Masonic Cornerstone was laid in July 2002 by MWGM George Blue.  By the Grace of the Almighty, the caring and financial assistance of the many in the Community, Brothers and Sisters the debt on the property of $360,000.00, in May 2000 has been reduced to $107,000.00 today.
Brother Blue, for his many years of community service, (some of which was serving from 1996-2002 on the Del Paso Heights Redevelopment Advisory Committee) he was honored on September 6, 2006 by the City Council of
Sacramento when a public street was named for him in Del Paso Heights – “George Blue Street”.  He currently serves on the Planning Committee for the 100 Black Men, specifically for the (free) Annual African American Young Male Youth Conference which is sponsored by the 100 Black Men and other community based organizations, and held on the 4th Saturday in February each year.
Brother Blue became a Master Mason in June 1971 in Ernest W. Armstrong Lodge #145, Berlin Germany under the Oklahoma Jurisdiction.  In March 1972, he became a member of Military Consistory #304, and Aswan Temple #115, Frankfurt, Germany.  He affiliated with David D. Mattock Lodge #87, Sacramento, CA in 1974.  Noble Blue is a Past Master of David D. Mattock Lodge #87, serving as Worshipful Master in 1978.  He is a member of the Royal Arch Masons and was made an Honorary Past Grand High Priest in September 2001.
Brother Blue is a Past Illustrious Potentate of Alcazar Temple #179, Sacramento, having served as Potentate in 1985.  He is a member of the Order of the Eastern Star, and Past Patron of Adah Chapter #1.  He was selected by the Imperial Council for Honorary Past Imperial Potentate in August 1998.  He is a member of Exemplar Consistory #299, and a Past Commander-in-Chief.  In 1983 he received the Honorary thirty-third and last degree of Masonry in Little Rock Arkansas. 
He was elected Grand Master of the Most Worshipful Prince Hall Grand Lodge (MWPHGL) Free and Accepted Masons, Jurisdiction of California, in July 2001, and served until July 2004.  During his Administration Masonic Education were a top priority, membership increase, and positive community outreach. Prior to becoming Grand Master, Brother Blue served the Grand Lodge in several capacities.  He served as Worshipful Master in 1978, and then was appointed by MWPGM Frank E. Boone 1979 to the Grand Sessions Committee as Co-Chairman.  After serving five years in that capacity, MWPGM Nathaniel Jackson appointed Brother Blue, the first Grand Sessions Manager in 1984. Brother Blue then served three as the Grand Sessions Manager, and went on to be appointed RWJGS by MWPGM Lee G. Gregory.  Following two years as RWJGS, MWPGM Martin L. Kennison appointed Brother Blue to RWSGD 1989.  Under MWPGM Joseph V. Nicholas Brother Blue served as RWSGW and Grand Sessions Administrator from 1995 to 1998.
Brother Blue currently serves as Vice Polemarch and on the Board of Directors for the Roseville Alumni Chapter. In his Masonic, military, and private careers Brother Blue is experienced and trained in reviewing and interrupting Constitutions, Statues, Regulations, By-Laws, Policies, as well as investigating complaints, and fact finding.
